There is another unit used to divide up circles that is NOT manmade.

This unit is called the radian.  Radians and degrees can be converted back and forth just like any other comparable units.  Its natural origin is what makes the radian preferable to many scientists.

1: Make a circle on your paper.  Make the radius 4cm or so.

2: Cut a piece of licorice to the exact length of your radius.

3: Take this piece and lay it along the circumference of the circle.

4: Mark the end points.

5: Draw radii from the center to your 2 marks.

6: Measure the angle you have created.  This is one radian.
