Another source of information for high school physics students is needed.  Course materials were developed for students to use over the internet, which included notes, derivations, images, movies, simulations, and problems to solve.  A sample of students would use the online coursework for one entire unit, without any interaction with the teacher.  Upon completion of the unit, these students took the same test as students who remained in class and received more traditional instruction, including notes, demonstrations, tactile lab activities, modeling problem solving, and problem sets.

This process was performed twice.  In both trials, the test results were not significantly different.
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
